riding a parade float in a Minnesota 
town not far from his own. He knew 
someone from the town and asked if 
he could be introduced to the dam-
sel in the photo. He met Darlene in 
a sweet shop and told her he was 
going to marry her in eight years. He 
married her in seven.

Lucky at life? Garmaker said he 
has done some things in the busi-
ness world that probably required 
an element of luck in order to work. 
Enough things went right in busi-
ness dealings that he was able to 
move to a beachfront condo in Na-

ples, Fla., then he pulled up stakes 
and followed sons Steven and Stuart 
to Tulsa after they got jobs here.

But the luckiest Garmaker ever 
got was being given an extra half-
century — and still counting — to 
live.

The Lakers easily could have 
perished in that DC-3, a converted 
World War II plane that transported 
the team to road games. A pilot once 
told Garmaker the DC-3 was the 
safest plane in the world because he 
could land it in a cornfield if neces-
sary. Vernon Ullman and his co-pilot 
ultimately got the chance to prove it.

The plane departed St. Louis in a 
winter storm and, shortly after take-
off, electrical power was lost. Pas-
sengers sat in the dark and covered 
themselves in blankets as the cabin 
temperature fell.

The pilot, minus instrumenta-
tion or radio assistance, flew north 
in hopes the storm would clear 
and they could spot a place to land, 

according to Garmaker. The storm 
was still going strong when fuel ran 
low, so the decision was made to dip 
below clouds and look for a possible 
landing area.

Visibility was poor because of 
snow. The pilot and co-pilot took 
turns sticking their faces out a 
cockpit window so they could see, 
according to Garmaker. Attempted 
landings were aborted twice and the 
pilot hit the throttle to rise above 
danger — first an oncoming semi 
truck and then high wires.

The plane had been circling Car-
roll, Iowa, and by the time it landed, 
ambulances — and an undertaker 
— were waiting.

Jim Krebs, who sat next to 
Garmaker on the plane, authored a 
first-person account of the emer-
gency landing for a June 23, 1969, 
issue of Sports Illustrated. Wrote 
Krebs, “Garmaker and I ran off 
through the knee-deep snow toward 
a group of cars that had appeared on 

a road about half a mile away. The 
first vehicle we reached at the front 
of the line was a hearse. I’m positive 
I detected a slightly disappointed 
look when the driver found out 
everyone was all right.”

Garmaker said the scary plane 
ride changed him “quite a bit.” He 
said he became more aware of his 
mortality and got a pilot’s license so 
he could land a plane if necessary. 
He never had to get on the DC-3 
again because he was traded to the 
Knicks 10 days after the plane hit 
the cornfield. He said he has no 
fear of flying and has taken many 
“puddle jumper” planes on hunting 
and fishing trips.

“The biggest lesson is don’t take 
everything for granted,” he said. 
“Things can happen so quickly and 
you never know what day is going to 
be your last.”

Both of Garmaker’s sons (and a 
grandson) were born after the crash. 
He said he has enjoyed life “tremen-

dously” since. Many of his favorite 
days were spent with sons on out-
door expeditions. They just got back 
from a trip to Minnesota.

All crash survivors haven’t been 
as fortunate. Garmaker mentioned 
the names of ex-teammates who 
have died or are in poor health. 
Krebs, who always told teammates 
he was going to die by age 33, died 
at 30 when he was cutting down a 
neighbor’s tree and the tree fell on 
him. Krebs also told teammates they 
shouldn’t board that plane in 1960 
because something bad was going to 
happen.

The 50-year anniversary of the 
crash will be next Jan. 17.

“If someone decides it would be 
nice to get together, I would like 
that,” Garmaker said. “If there is a 
reunion, I would love to go and see 
who remembers exactly.”
